And create a new Data Table.
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2. Once the data table is made go to the ‘STRUCTS’ section and create new structs. These will create your
column STRUCT Members for you to store info to in your project later on.
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3. Create the STRUCT for the Data Table then make the STRUCT members within the struct for each column of
your Data Table to match the tag type that you require.
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4. Go to your Properties Window and Select the struct you just created (Data Table) in ‘Struct (Column
Structure)’ this will make your custom data table structure.

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7. After storing the data in the struct - Write to the data table using a “Write Row to DTI’ function block filling in
the spots as:
A-where you’re writing to
B- where you’re writing from
